Old Business

The Clerk presented Reports From Department Chairpersons.  Mr. Stanzione stated that nothing has been happening with the fire department but that he and Mr. Danna will be scheduling a meeting.   

Mr. Stanzione reported as to Recreation.   He noted that the Recreation Committee is still working on entertainment for the Festival.   Mr. Brago also noted that flyers went to the school for Cinema Night on July 27, 2019 starting at 5:30 p.m.  

As to buildings and grounds, Mr. Brago stated that public works built the raised flower bed outside the senior center and they will be finishing that with some mulch around the outside.   Mr. Brago also noted that there has been no movement as to the hockey court and finding a better way to repair that and also noted that the tennis court is in need of repair.   Mrs. O’Brien noted that the tennis court is not accessible to someone in a wheelchair and the grant money should be available to repair the tennis court.   She further noted that should be a point of discussion for the scope of work for the park grant.  

Mr. Terrigno indicated that public works had Deerfield Electric out to look at the lights at the park.   He further indicated that there should only be a test of the lighting until everything is done at the park as the lighting might not be where it should be in the future.   Mr. Brago confirmed that public works spoke with him about the lighting and whether it would be possible to update to LED or worth replacing and that prices would be forthcoming.   

Chairperson Danna inquired as to the arm mower from the County.  The Clerk indicated that the mower was approved at the Freeholders Meeting last Tuesday.  She further indicated that a check needs to be prepared and get it over to the County.   Chairperson Danna offered a flatbed truck to go pick up the mower when it’s ready to be picked up.  

The Clerk presented Update-Motion To Approve Suggested Changes To Peddlers Licensing Ordinance.   The Clerk indicated that there was a letter in the packet from Mr. Casella outlining the proposed changes for the Peddlers Ordinance.   Mrs. O’Brien stated that she did not feel that the proposed changes did not read that there could be six event per year, but only six trucks per year.  She further stated that she wanted to clarify that there would be six events allowed per year per property owner and that the fee for the event would be $100 per food truck and as many trucks as desired.  Mrs. O’Brien 
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confirmed that the Committee would get to see a copy of the Ordinance before it is adopted.   

Mr. Stanzione questioned whether wineries could have food trucks every week.  Mr. Casella stated that is a State law and it will supersede whatever Deerfield does and what’s unregulated.   Mr. Stanzione asked Mr. Casella to look into that or if the law only applies to microbreweries.   Mr. Brago clarified that events would be $100 per food truck.   Mrs. O’Brien made a motion, seconded by Mr. Terrigno to approve the changes to Peddlers Licensing Ordinance and to have the Solicitor prepare and amending Ordinance.   Roll Call Vote:
